Select a fiction or nonfiction book, short story, poem, essay or speech (excluding song lyrics) that you

have read and which has impacted you.

. Imagine sitting down with the author of this work and sharing your personal thoughts. Your letter

should be personal and sincere, more like a private conversation than a book report or fan letter.

. Share specific details both about the work and about your reaction to the work. Write honestly and

from your own perspective.

. Keep in mind that this is a reflective writing contest. Think about what you read and the meaning you

gleaned from the author's words.
. Type your letter, which should be no more than 400 words.

. Make sure your letter includes a date, greeting, body, closing, and your name or signature. Please do

not include a return address on your letter.
